The Department for Education has made amendments to legislation that makes it clear that Headteachers are now no longer
able to authorise absences of pupils during term time, unless they are for exceptional circumstances. Leave of absence for
children to participate in family holidays does not qualify as an ‘exceptional circumstance.” An exceptional circumstance may
include a family bereavement, family wedding or graduation ceremony. This change came into effect from September 2013.
You are still required to make a request for an authorised absence for your child if he/she is likely to be absent in term time.
Please complete the normal request form but please be aware that, unless it is exceptional circumstances, then the request
will not be approved and the absence will be recorded as unauthorised.
