Contact Information 

Can we remind parents/carers that it is your responsibility to inform the school office straight away of any 
change of contact details.

Health Reminders 

Sickness and Diarrhea

sure that they remain away from school for 24 hours following the last bout of sickness or diarrhea. 

Medical appointments 

If your child has a medical appointment e.g. at the doctors, dentist or hospital, please inform school via the app (a photo can also be 
uploaded of the text message or appointment card) so that the absence can be recorded in the register as a medical appointment.  
If you do not have a letter or appointment card because the appointment has been made over the phone, usually you are sent a text 
to remind you and again a screen shot of this can be uploaded via the absence reporting through the app and we will also use med-
ication given as proof. 

Please do not be offended when asked for proof.  Our practices are in line with recommendations from our Education Welfare Of-
ficer and all parents are treated similarly.
